	8:30 – 8:35
	Circle Time

Toddlers are invited to join in songs & finger plays.



	8:35 – 10:30
	Active Investigation Time

An extended time for Toddlers to roam freely amongst the different areas in the classroom.  During this time toddlers are offered a variety of small group experiences based on four developmental domains:

· Physical: Fine muscle and gross motor development (i.e. filling and dumping containers, kicking balls)
· Social-Emotional: Understanding one’s feelings and one’s role in a community (i.e. using feeling words, working in a large group)
· Language: Reading, writing, speaking and listening (i.e. following one-step directions, exploring books, and moving to chants)
· Cognitive: Match and science experiences (i.e. sorting, matching, shapes, asking questions, experimenting)
Toddlers are also provided with time to manipulate classroom enhancements. For example, they can explore science concepts at the sensory table, develop problem solving skills while working with dough, or learn to respect differences and creatively think while working with art materials.
